ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of accounting

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention,
modified by the annual revaluation of investments, and in accordance with accounting

principles generally accepted in the Channel Islands.

Income and expenses

Income and expenses are accounted for on an accruals basis.

Fixed assets

Real property is stated in the Balance Sheet at cost.

Investments

Investments are stated in the financial statements at their market value at the balance
sheet date, the unrealised appreciation or depreciation being taken to the investment

revaluation reserve.

Investments are valued at the mid market value on the last business day in the

financial period.

Vingtaine bank notes are included at Procureurs’ valuation.
